and thereforeit istimefor tough measures. The
Committee recommends, for curbing ragging in
educationd indtitutions, theactiveinvolvement of
mediaandthecivil society isessentid.

° Atthelevd of theHigher educationa ingtitutions, 4

it should be mandatory for the student at the
time of admission to submit documentationin
respect of (i) the school |eaving certificate/char-
acter certificatewhich will includeareport on
behavioural pattern. (ii) Anannual undertaking
to be signed by each student, whether fresher
or senior, and his’her parent(s) jointly stating
that each of them have read the relevant in-
structiong/regulationsagainst ragging, aswell as
punishments. Such undertaking should also be
obtained from the students before they are ad-
mitted to the Hostels.

° The Committeefed that itisextremely important
that thisrequirement of abinding undertakngis
compliedwith by all ingtitutions, and some supe-
rior level bodiesmust cross-verify and vouch that
thereisstrict compliancethereto.

° The Committee recommends that in every
institution, the freshersday' or ‘welcome party"

shall be concluded withinthefirst twoweeksof ©

beginning of the academic session. Inany such
event, collegefaculty must be present and must
ensurethat no ragging or untoward incident takes

place on the occasion. °

° The Committeerecommendsthat every inditution
must have an Anti-Ragging Committee and an
Anti-Ragging Squad. The Committee should
consist of the representativesof civil and police
administration, local media, NGOsinvolvedin

youth activities, representatives of faculty

members, representaties of parents,
representatives of students belonging to the
fresher'scategory aswdl asseniors, non-teaching

staff and it should be headed by the Head of the
Ingtitution.

Appointment of 'Mentoring Cell' ineachinstitu-
tion to oversee and involve senior students as
Mentorsfor the'freshers. It should beformed at
theend of each academic year.

The Committeerecommendsthat anonymousran-
dom surveys must be conducted by eachinstitu-
tion, acrosstheentirefirst year batch of students
(freshers) every fortnight during thefirst three
monthsof theacademic sesson, to verify whether
the campusisindeed free of ragging or not.

The Committee recommends that private
commercialy managed lodgesor hostelsoutside
campus, such hostelsand management must be
registered with the local police authorities.
Permissonfor establishment of such hostelsshould
be recommended by the Head of the Institution.

The Committee suggeststhat the complaintsin
regardtoragging could beord or writtenand even
from third partiesand the confidentiality of the
source of information must be protected at all
cogs. Remedid actionmust beinitiated and com-
pleted withintheweek of theincident itsdlf.

The Committee recommendsthat preventing or
acting against ragging should bethecollectivere-
sponghility of dl levelsand sectionsof authorities
or functionarieswithintheingtitution.

Hostel Wardens must be accessibleat all hours
and they must be issued mobile phones by the
Indtituttions.

The Committee recommendsthat at thelevel of
theUnivergty there should beMonitoring Cell on
Ragging, which should coordinate with the affili-
ated Collegesand ingtitutionsunder itsdomain.

The Committee suggests that the Heads of
Institutions should be required to submit, to the
Vice-Chancellor the University, weekly reports
during first three months of the reopening of the
institution and thereafter reportseach onthe sta-
tusof compliancewith anti-ragging measures.
