The Institute is running an Integrated

school to impart primary level education to the

children with mild to moderate locomotor

disability . The school is recognised by the

Education Department  of  Municipal

Corporation o f Delhi. The children with

disabilities are studying together with

normal children in this school.

As on 31.03.2004  the school had a

strength of 69 children i ncluding 52 boys and

17  girls out of whom 40 were disabled. It

has 5 primary teachers. The Institute is

providing transport facilities to the children

from home to school at nominal charges.

Uniforms and text books are provided free of

cost to these children.

The children are provided with

required aids and appliances and those who

need surgical intervention for correction of

deformity are referred to different hospitals

and are also provided with other assistance

that they may need.

In the beginning of session 2004-05,

25 students were given new admission.

The children with disabilities are

integrated with their normal peers in the

school and are given opportunity to interact

with children from other schools through

Children of Integrated School

painting competitions  and sports meets, Co-

curricular activities like clay modelling,

dance and music, craft activities and training

in physical exercise are integral to the

activities of the schools.

The school also has a separate library

and small laboratory of its own.

IPH is wholly financed by the Ministry
of Social Justice and Empowerment,
Government of India for its various activities.
During 2004-05, IPH received grants of Rs.
5.60 crore (Plan Rs. 1.50 crore and Non-Plan
Rs. 4.10 crore) from the Ministry .  During
the year Institute undertook the project
‘Scheme of Assistance to Disabled Persons’
(ADIP) and received additional funds of Rs.

iii) Advance of Rs. 6.17 lakh was paid to
NICSI during 2003-04 for purchase of
computers, and was pending due to
non-receipt of verified bill from NICSI.

An advance of Rs. 6.36 lakh was paid
to DESU during 1991-92 for the purpose of
construction of electric sub station in the
Institute premises. The DESU completed the
allotted work but did not furnish the details
of expenditure against the advance . The
DESU has been reminded time to time so
that advance could be settled but the same
have not been furnished so far . Efforts will
be made to adjust the same during the
current year (2005-06).
